THE LEARNING ZONE 

 

This week, we went on our trip to Exmoor Zoo with Year 1 from Winkleigh. The weather was lovely and 

we all had a fantastic time! We saw lots of different animals and learnt about how they are classified, 

ready for our Science lessons next term. We also had the Easter Extravaganza in school on Thursday. 

Everyone really enjoyed this. Thank you to the Friends of Kings Nympton.  

In the classroom, Reception have made gingerbread men for the whole class, learnt about the resurrec-

tion of Jesus, how we celebrate Easter and discussed the texts they have been learning about this term. 

In Maths, they have been investigating, describing and learning about non-linear patterns.  

In English, Years 1 and 2 have completed their work on the book, Tell Me A Dragon by Jackie Morris. 

They have created a poster in the style of this book. They had to choose some images of dragons and 

write some descriptive sentences about each of them, using the skills they have learnt in this sequence. 

They created some lovely, lyrical sentences and are all very proud of their work.  In Maths, Year 1 and 2 

have completed the unit of work on length and height.
