THE LEARNING ZONE 

Year 1—Mrs Rowcliffe & Mrs Keast 
We all thoroughly enjoyed Sports Day on Wednesday and the opportunity to 
put all our PE skills into practice. 

In English this week we finished our own stories based on ‘What Happens 
When…’ We have started our sequence on instruction writing. We made toast 
with jam and then used that experience to form the basis of some simple  
instruction writing. We will be learning how to make slime next week and  
writing instructions for the process. 

In Maths we have been learning about money. We have been recognising 
coins and notes. We have been understanding the value of each coin and 
have been using them to count.
